THE BASICS OHN/OVND

Here's what you need to know.

WHO: All UNAC/UHCP members covered by the 10-day notice to strike— including all new hires, or on
probation, or employed under a work visa—are protected under federal law when participating in a strike.

WHAT: An unfair labor practice (ULP) strike with picket lines at Kaiser Roseville, Oakland, and Santa Clara
Medical Centers led by Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetists, Certified Nurse Midwives, Physician
Associates, Acupuncturists, Speech Language Pathologists, Occupational Therapists, and Physical
Therapists advocating for safe staffing and quality care.
